Competitive Event Requirements for Texas Post-Secondary

1. All post-secondary chapters are encouraged to participate in the Texas State Leadership Conference by competing in the competitive events, participating in the Torch Awards activity (if the statesman level has been earned), running for the chance to represent Texas as a national officer, and helping to judge secondary and middle level events.

2. Students participating in the competitive events program at the Texas State Leadership Conference will be the first to fill the slots to represent Texas at the National Leadership Conference.  Each student can participate in a maximum of two individual events and/or one team event.

3. If all slots are not filled by those attending SLC, other post-secondary slots will be filled by those submitting a request to the Texas State Advisor.

Justification:  With the small number of post-secondary members, it is not realistic to expect travel to SLC for chapters who do not live close to the SLC location.  Those attending should be given priority, but other students should be allowed to participate at NLC if slots are available.
